Venue access

On Thursday morning, you should assemble in the Legislative Assembly Foyer at the Parliament of New South Wales around 9:30am on Thursday 27 October. Rita Bila from Parliament of NSW will be onsite to greet you, and escort you on a tour.
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NSW Parliament's entry requirements: 

· NSW Parliament is not permitting entry to anyone with COVID-19 related symptoms. Please remain especially vigilant for any symptoms including fever, scratchy or sore throat, cough, runny nose, feeling short of breath, and/or a loss of sense of taste or smell and be reminded that it is a strict condition of entry to the Parliamentary Precincts that you have none of these symptoms prior to entering. 

· Upon entering the Gatehouse, you will be asked to complete a security and temperature check. Please note that, as of 28 April 2022, no one with the symptoms outlined above, or with a temperature of over 37.5 degrees at the temperature check stands is allowed to enter the Parliamentary precinct.  

Planning for COVID-19
· We strongly recommend that all families and schools plan for contingencies, noting NSW Parliament's entry requirements above. We also recommend that this plan be shared with NCS. NSW Parliament's Communications, Engagement and Education team would be happy to answer any questions you may have regarding Parliament's entry requirements.

What to bring

Please bring photo identification with you for entry to Parliament of NSW. You could use your student ID card, a passport or any other form of identification that has your photo on it. If you do not have any form of photo identification, take a photograph of yourself to school and have it photocopied on school letterhead and signed by your Principal or Year Coordinator.
Dress
You will be expected to conform with your school uniform policy throughout the day. While you are at the Convention you are a representative of your state and your school; accordingly you should wear your school uniform or business attire. 
Valuables
You will be responsible for your own belongings, please only bring what you need.
Convention Program and Pre-reading/Workbook
These are attached, please print and bring them to the Convention along with pens to write with. 

Limited copies of the workbook will be available on the day.
Special dietary requirements or any health issues
Documentation provided to us regarding any health issues or special dietary requirements will be provided to your supervisors and all food providers. If you have any concerns please talk to your supervisors.
Acceptable behaviour

You are representatives of your state and appropriate behaviour is expected at all times. There is to be no consumption of alcohol or non prescribed drugs. Departure from the group without your supervisors’ permission will not be allowed. Your supervisors should know your exact location at all times. Students who do not abide by these conditions will be sent home immediately at their own expense.
Online protocols

The Convention will be streamed from Canberra via the Zoom platform and will be controlled by the onsite AV technicians. To avoid distractions during the presentations we ask that you turn off your mobile phones or have them on silent during the Convention. As you join virtually, the microphone will be on mute and the camera will be turned on so the other States/Territories can see you – please be mindful of this. During the Q&A session, the facilitator will request each hub in turn to ask your questions through the microphone and be seen on the camera when doing so.
